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Initial Precursor and Distal Precursor Linkage Level Relationships to the Target

How is the Initial Precursor related to the Target?

Learning to respond to questions regarding characters and their
actions requires that students first understand simple
relationships between objects and actions. In the context of
reading literature, students can learn to attend to objects that
are found in books during shared reading and begin to make
connections between those objects and specific actions. Using
DLM Familiar Texts aligned with this Essential Element and
linkage level, teachers and students can work on this skill while
they engage in shared reading about common daily routines
and interact with objects that are used during those routines
(e.g., using a brush to brush hair when getting ready for school).

How is the Distal Precursor related to the Target?

Learning to respond to questions about details in a story
requires students to recognize and remember people, objects,
places, and events. In the context of reading literature, students
can work on recognizing and remembering people, objects,
places, and events. Using the DLM Familiar Texts aligned with
this linkage level, teachers and students can work on this skill
while engaging in shared reading about common settings (e.g.,
home, school) and the people, objects, and events that are
associated with those settings.
